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Did you know that approximately 12 million American children everyday 
live outside the poverty line in America today (Networks for Good)? In today’s 
industrialized society, many children and household families live in communities 
that lack public resources like libraries, clean water, after-school programs, and 
telephones. With about 2,019 babies born into poverty each day in America, 
many have fear that the poverty of children is beginning to emerge as one of the 
most crucial and critical problems America has ever faced in US history today. 
Save the Children, an independent organization in the United States, believes 
that preparing young kids for higher learning may in fact be one the key 
foundation to remedy this problem with poverty today. With a strong educational 
foundation, children in even the most impoverished and remote communities can 
in fact have a better chance to live out their lives at a college, a career, and a 
ticket out of poverty lane today. Save the Children mission, which all plans to 
create opportunities for children to live safe, healthy, and fulfilling lives in 
America, is to “create real and lasting change for children in need in the United 
States and around the world today.” Their goal is primarily to create programs 
that will “improve academic performance, health and ultimately, children’s lives.” 
Currently working around 12 different states in America today, Save the Children 
philosophy is based on the idea that a “hand up is far more effective than a 
handout.” They believe that instead of giving money directly to the children, they 
can in fact provide better results by creating “community-based solutions that 
provide vital health, education and social support services that will last not just 
one generation of children and their families, but future generations as well.” 
Though less money is spent per student on education in rural America, Save the 
Children has been able to “bring better health, education, and financial security to 
over 8 million children, women, and men in 43 developing countries around the 
world today.” Teams are currently helping and serving other countries in Africa, 
Asia, the Caribbean, Middle East, and the United States of America today. It is 
known today that approximately 90% of Save the Children's expenditures go to 
program services for children, one of the highest ratios among NGOs (Jeanne 
Brooks-Gunn). With my NGO having one of the highest ratios among other well-
known organizations today, it is simply safe to believe and agree that Save the 
Children does provide relief to children very efficiently and effectively around the 
world we live in today.
Save the Children organization is structured through various people from 
the board of trustees. Their current President and Chief Executive Officer is 
Charles MacCormack, who has been a member of the Board of Directors of Save 
the Children Federation, Inc. since January, 1993. Dr. MacCormack use to be the 
President of World Learningin in Brattleboro, VT from 1977 through 1992 which 
works to foster world peace through international education (Save the Children). 
Aside from MacCormack are Board Chairman, Robert A. Daly, chief operating 
officer, Carolyn Miles, Chief Financial Officer, Vickie Barrow-Klein, and Vice 
Chair, Cokie Roberts and Philip H. Geier. Though I’ll admit that I do not know 
how these members are selected, one thing that I do know is that most of these 
current officers are selected from previous experience they had with other NGOs 
in the US. The funding of this organization is typically originated from 
contributions and grants they receive from the public. These funds are usually 
used for unrestricted operating expenses, special projects and endowments. 
Some of the money they obtain is from education, health, government grants, 
and gifts from the community. They currently have 1,000+ full time employees, 
10-20 part-time employees, 6-10 volunteers, and 34 board members. Their fiscal 
income per year is $271,817,562 and their current assets per year are 
$137,933,058 (Networks for Good).  
A recent/major project that this NGO has engaged was the tsunami in 
Southeast Asia and Hurricane Katrina’s devastation in the Gulf Coast. Save the 
Children was able to provide emergency relief and long-term recovery support to 
the millions of children and families affected by the two largest-scale 
humanitarian crises of the year. Save the Children also was able to provide 
shelter, food, clean water and access to medical care to more than 625,000 
people immediately following the tsunami, and quickly register over 7,000 
children who had been separated from their parents, helping to reunify them with 
their families (Jeanne Brooks-Gunn). Another recent project this NGO did was to 
help displaced family adjust to their new lives with their new home in New 
Orleans, Louisiana today. Their goal for both of these projects is to focus on the 
special needs of the children affected by one of the worst disasters in countries 
history today. Save the Children wants to work and help kids recover through 
“trauma support and counseling, educational activities, and the establishment of 

safe areas to gather and play (Huston).” This recent project by Save the Children 
was able to break the cycle of poverty through their literacy programs that 
children need in rural and isolated areas of the United States today. Most of Save 
the Children missions today are based towards ‘relief oriented’ and ‘changing 
civil society’ projects. Save the Children currently takes on all four roles within 
their organization: setting agendas, negotiating outcomes, conferring legitimacy, 
and implementing solutions. When they ‘set agendas’, Save the Children brings 
the issues to the immediate attention of policy makers through their CEO. The 
CEO then decides upon how this issue will be brought about to the organization, 
and what the significant impact is when this issue has been passed by law. They 
also have a negotiation table that decides upon what must stay and what must 
go within their state of branch. This then gives out public support and criticism on 
the decisions of various institutions and policy makers while providing services 
where a government related entity would be suspected. 
One of the articles that were recently portrayed by the media reports was 
a CNN article entitled “U.S. has second worst newborn death rate in modern 
world, report says” by Jeff Green. Green states that “more than a half-million 
women die as a result of pregnancy and childbirth difficulties, 2 million babies die 
within their first 24 hours, 2 million more die within their first month and 3 million 
are stillborn.” The author depicts his article as a warning to the American public 
that the status of mothers in America is far unhealthier than other part of the 
countries around the world. Green portrays his article in a ‘negatively’ fashion 
way in order to warn the public of the seriousness of the threat that most 
Americans face today. He states in his report that, “all newborn and material 
deaths take place in developing countries, and 17% of all U.S. birth rates are 
African-American families,” according to a recent report. The author feels that 
families with low income has a higher chance for them to encounter newborn 
baby deaths, thus making him feel arrogant and; of the choices Americans make 
with their sexual partner today. Another recent article that was portrayed by the 
media reports was an article written by Save the Children entitled “A Mother’s 
Day Report Card: The Best-And Worst-Countries to Be a Mother.” The article 
states that, “More than 1 out of every 7 children in Somalia die before his or her 
first birthday, 71% of the population has no access to safe drinking water, and 
17% of children are suffering from malnutrition.” The author demonstrates the 
article as a good reminder of what Mother’s are currently facing throughout these 
different parts of the countries today. The writer portrays the article in a negative 
fashionable way to let the reader realize that this is a huge problem we face in 
our country, and that something must be done in order to prevent other newborn 
deaths from occurring outside of the US today. 
My NGO, Save the Children, has been serving the United States and our 
country since ‘’. With over ‘’ years of expertise, it is hard, yet inexplicable to argue 
and find whether or not my NGO has ever had any concerns with public trust that 
may foster the character and values of this organization today. Through intensive 
research on google.com, I was unable to find any significant evidence or clues 
that claims that Save the Children had potentially undermine the sovereignty of 
the governments in the countries that they serve today. Though there might be 
some NGOs that would simply promote the goals of special interest groups and 
interfere with the smooth functioning of the democratic process, I feel that my 
NGO, Save the Children, would not be able to accomplish this goal by the way 
how popular and well-known this organization is viewed in our country today. 
Though we all can argue that there may be some things that this NGO has done 
wrong with their mission statement in the past, it is hard for me to identify 
whether or not this organization is really “fake” or not. If my NGO did had any 
plans to do more interfering than actually helping out in the relief effort, then why 
would they call themselves ‘Save the Children?’ It would simply be unethical and 
unexplainable to name an organization that does not have any sole intention in 
saving lives and children that we live in today. My NGO knows that saving 
children lives is one of their top priorities in life, hence the name of the 
organization, and to simply not go with what they believe in would not only be 
immoral to the American public, but detrimental to our own cultural values and 
ethics as well. It would simply be inappropriate for my NGO to be criticized as an 
organization that doesn’t save children lives around our globe today. Though 
some NGOs may simply act as a branch or agent of a government, Save the 
Children will always be viewed as one of the very few non-governmental 
organizations that takes pride with their job and mission statement among other 
NGO’s out there today.
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
