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Moral and Tragic Vision Of The Vacant House: The Whispering Affect In Social Dance 
“Only passions, great passions can elevate the soul to great things.” That was how Denis Diderot, a French philosopher and a prominent figure of the Enlightenment period, examined the philosophical ideas about the individual free will. After watching Dance Vision 2008, I enjoyed how the dancers passionately performed each act with great freedom and cause. The entire performance was a great illustration of the dancer passion for dance and the fine arts as a whole.
My favorite piece of the night was called “The Vacant House.” The Vacant House, composed by Korean writer Shin Kyongsuk, used images of ghosts and whispers to represent the contrast between memory and departure, and love and separation. The dance opened up with a very frightful scene where twenty girls and four guys seemed as though they were trapped or confined in a haunted house or bedroom. I enjoyed how the choreographer, Loretta Livingston made the dancers rattled, shacked, and moved several notebook papers as a way to convey the mood, tone, and setting to the audience. Although no music was used in the background, the dark blue lights used on the stage helped the dancers to instill a sense of fear and horror to the audience. In addition, I praised how the dancers remained all consistent with there surroundings and atmosphere in the scene. The way how the dancers used the entire stage felt as though I was trying to run away freely through a forest in an icy cold sky with great love and joy. The piece also contained jumping and skimming steps by the dancers to create a dramatic affect in the beginning of the act. As the piece later unfolds, the dancers became more dramatic and hard, stiff than relaxed, and stronger in their character and presence in the vacant house. In addition, the dancers seemed as though they were trying to send a tragic message to the ghost through the sounds of notebook papers in the vacant house. Throughout the piece, the dancers repeatedly said “Why did you push me? Why did you push me?” to probably indicate their desire and need for a response from the ghost who pushed or killed someone in the vacant house long times ago. I enjoyed how Kyongsuk used the final words of the piece of “There were no signs of life.” This sentence gave me a feeling of fear to suggest that although there were no signs of life that existed in the vacant house, the writer had the intention that there would probably be more to come at a later day. In other words, the performance in the end made the audience interpret what could possibly happen to the ghost at a later time. Nevertheless, the whole entire piece had this feeling of betrayal, deception, madness, and supernatural revenge.
In closing, the entire Dance Vision performance demonstrated how dancing all revolves around the idea of story telling, and that it was the stories that help create and establish different variation and range in each performances. The color, the mood, and the dynamic affect the dancers utilized in each act made this show really fun and entertaining to watch. This show was very lively, captivating, and magnificent, and it really influenced me to become a better dancer as a whole. Nevertheless, I am really glad that I had an opportunity to watch and experience Dance Vision 2008 this year.
